A participatory program in which students become part of the opera-
tion of local, county and state government, Boys State was founded in 1935 to counter the socialism-inspired
Young Pioneer Camps. The program was the idea of two lllinois Legionnaires, Hayes Kennedy and Harold Card,
who organized the first Boys State at the lllinois State Fairgrounds in Springfield.

American Legion Auxiliary sponsors a separate but similar program for young women called Girls State.
